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Auction by Aspiring Pharmacists Benefits the Community
A portion of the proceeds will be donated to St. Louis Shriners Hospital

ST. LOUIS – In their own unique way, students at St. Louis College of Pharmacy reached deep into their pockets to lend a helping hand to the community.

At its fourth annual auction, the College’s Student Pharmacists Association (SPA) recently collected $2,897. This year, $1,000 of the proceeds was donated to St. Louis Shriners Hospital. Each year, a different charity is selected.
The remaining proceeds went to StLCoP C.A.R.E.S. (Community Awareness Reaching Everyone in St. Louis), which is the College’s largest campus-wide community service day where students volunteer throughout the community and participate in health awareness activities.

This year’s total was the most ever, exceeding last year’s amount by nearly $800, said students Michael Spinner and Alicia Thatcher, co-chairs of SPA’s fundraising committee. 
Some of the items were pharmacy related, such as intravenous drugs software and mortar and pestle sets from Brazil and South Africa. There were, however, other cool things – like St. Louis Rams tickets; lunch and dinner opportunities with faculty members; gift cards and trips to restaurants, malls and St. Louis-area attractions; and karate lessons. 

In all, students and faculty selected from more than 30 items.
